1. Short Title

This Regulation may be cited as the “Road
Safety and Insurance
Establishment  Council
Regulation No. 493/2022”.

Fund Service

of Ministers
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1/ “Concerned Organ” means any Federal

or Regional Government organ, non-
organization,
institution, media, or any individual

government private
which has a responsibility or interest to
work on road safety or insurance fund or
both;

2/ “Intelligent Transport System” means the

application  of  information  and
communications  technologies  for
improving and  modemizing  the
transportation systems in order to provide
safe, reliable, efficient, integrated and
multi-modal transportations services to

the public.

3/ “Ministry” or “Minister” means the
Ministry or the Minister of Transport and

Logistics, respectively;

4/ *“Person” means a natural person or a
juridical body;

5/ “Professional” means a person assigned by
the Ministry, by the Service or by
regional transport bureau for a random or
regular inspection on road safety or third
party vehicle insurance administration; or
on the proper enforcement of the

provisions of this Regulation;
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against Third Party Risks Proclamation
N0.799/2013;

7/ “Region” means any state established in
accordance with Article 47 of the
Constitution of the Federal Democratic
Republic of Ethiopia and includes the
Addis Ababa and Dire Dawa city
administrations;

8/ “Road Traffic Safety” means any planned
activity conducted to prevent possible

harm that may occur against road users
due to road traffic;

9/ “Road Traffic Management” means any
activity undertaken to facilitate road
traffic in a manner convenient, suitable

and free of congestions;

10/ “Road User” means drivers, bicycle riders,

passengers or pedestrians;

11/ “Traffic” means the movement of road

users on road;

12/ Any expression in masculine gender shall

also apply to feminine.

3. Establishment

1/ Road Safety and Insurance Fund Service
(hereinafter referred to as the “Service™)
is hereby established as an autonomous
Federal Government Organ having its

own legal personality.
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2/ The Service shall be accountable to the
Ministry.

4. Head Office

The Service shall have its head office in
Addis Ababa and may open its branch office

in any Region, as may be necessary.

5. Objectives

The Service shall have the following

objectives:

1/ ensure that road traffic is suitable, safe,
accident free and efficient for road users
and mitigate road fatalities, physical
injuries and property damages due to
road traffic accidents through enhancing
the overall awareness of the general

public;

2/ mitigate the economic, social and moral

damage of persons affected by road
bodily
damages to property and ensure that

traffic fatalities, injuries  or
victims of vehicle accidents get payment
of the appropriate compensation and
emergency medical treatments; and take
immediate measures so that damages due

to such accidents could not aggravate;;

3/ ensure an efficient road safety reliable to

road users and accident free.
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The Service shall have the following powers
and duties:

I/ formulate and submit to the Ministry

national road traffic safety and insurance
fund policies, strategies, short and long
term goals, and action plans; lead and
coordinate implementations of same

nationally upon approval;

2/ review current laws; standards, Directives

3/

and practices regulating roads, vehicles
and road wusers regarding their
effectiveness in preventing road traffic
accidents and ensuring efficient road
traffic; and initiate review proposals;
execute same when approved; and strive
that road traffic is safe for users;

identify and develops Directives,
procedures, road signs, and indicators
relating to road traffic use and submit
same to the Ministry; and ensure their
compliance with international standards
and follow up their implementations;
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4/ enforce the Proclamation, Regulations and
Directives, practices, working procedures
issued and in place in accordance with the
Proclamation; aware, follow up and assist
those organs enforcing them, report and
recommend to the Ministry on the
necessary administrative measures to
remedy the gaps; execute measures to be
enacted through Directives to be issued

by the Ministry;

5/ undertake studies and forward its findings
relating to road traffic safety to concerned
organs regarding requirements to get
driving permit and requirements of any
vehicle to be set as road worthy; and

follow up its implementation;

6/ ensure and coordinate road traffic safety

and traffic ~management activities
undertaken by concemed organs are
with the

national short; medium and long term

integrated and consistent

road traffic safety goals;

7/ extend technical and financial assistance
for the execution of national road safety
and traffic management plans undertaken

by concerned organs;

8/ assess and evaluate the national road

safety and  traffic  management

performances, organize national
performance data and disseminate them

to concerned organs;
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in coordination with concerned organs,
study national standards and submit to the
Ministry, promote and monitor the proper
implementation of technologies used in

relation to national road traffic safety and

~ traffic management upon approval;
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13/ study and identify accidents not covered
by the existing insurance fund and
propose ways the coverage can be
enhanced and broadened to the Ministry;

and execute same when approved;

14/ initiate national programs and strategic
plans, national designs and standards of
Intelligent Transportation System in

collaboration with concemed organs and

submit to the Ministry; implement same

when approved;

15/ assist regions to develop their regional
Intelligent Transport System designs
aligned with the national Intelligent
Transport System with a view to
functionalizing the later; establish and
administer Road Traffic Safety and

Insurance Coordination Center;

16/ in collaboration with concerned organs
arrange trainings and curriculums on road
traffic safety; and carry out knowledge
enhancement activities to drivers and

other road users;

17/ improve the overall participation of the

public, the private sector, civic

associations and the mass-media in road

safety and traffic management activities;
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18/ in particular promote road traffic laws and

practices to the public with a view to
making roads safer to persons with
disabilities and persons needing special

assistance;

19/ undertake road safety audit and inspection;
identify potential causes of accidents
based on the audit findings and submit to
the Ministry; take remedial measures

upon approval,

20/ provide technical and advisory assistance
to concerned organs in various ways in
their establishment of their respective
organizational  structures  for  the
implementation of road traffic safety so
that such organizational structures are
uniform and consistent to enabling the
achievement of the national road traffic

safety goals;

21/ organize and administer a national data
center for the development, analysis and
dissemination of data conceming road

traffic safety and insurance fund;

22/ ensures that victims of vehicle accidents
get emergency medical treatments and
compensation in accordance with the
Proclamation; undertake research on
ways of enhancing existing emergency
medical services and compensation
practices for victims of vehicle accidents;

execute when approved;
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implement same when approved;

24/ print insurance certificates and stickers
using the Insurance Fund; and collect and
reimburse the cost to the Fund based on
the quantities distributed to the insurance

companies;

25/ in order to strengthen the financial sources
of the Insurance Fund, invest the net
accumulated collections of the Fund after
deducting reserve pursuant to the

directions of the Government;

26/ execute and follow up the execution of
international agreements concluded by
the Federal Govemment with other

governments or international institutions

concerning Road Traffic Safety and

Insurance Fund;

27/ where necessary and upon permission
from the Ministry, delegate parts of its
powers and duties to other government

entities;

28/ own properties, enter into contracts, sue

and be sued in its own name;

29/ carry out other related activities necessary

for the realization of its objectives.

The Service shall have:

1/ a Management Board (hereinafier called
the “Board”);

2/ a Chief Executive Officer and Deputy
Chief Executive Officers where necessary
to be appointed by the Prime Minister;

and

3/ the necessary staff.

8. Members of the Board

I/ Members of the Board including the
Chairperson shall be appointed by the
Minister from insurance companies and

other concerned organs.

2/ The number of the members of the Board
shall specified by the Minister.

3/ The Service shall be a non-voting member
of the Board.

4/ The Board shall assign its secretary.

9. Powers and Duties of the Board

The Board shall be accountable to the
Ministry and shall have the following
powers and duties:

1/ oversees and supervises the operation of

the Service;

2/ review the national road traffic safety and
insurance fund policies; strategies; long,
medium and short term plans;

performance reports of the Service and

forward its proposals to the Ministry:
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rules and budget of the Service before
they are approved by the Ministry; and

follow up their execution after approval;

4/  evaluates the quarterly report of the

Service and submit to the Ministry;

5/ prepare Directives on the collection and
disbursement of the Insurance Fund; and
follows up its implementation after

approval by the Ministry;

6/ establish Directive for the recruitment and
administration of the Service’s project
employees, seconded employee from
concerned organs, and submit to the
Ministry for approval; follow up its

implementation when approved,

7/ causes the accounts of the Insurance Fund
to be audited; review the audit report and
ensure that corrective measures are taken

as recommended by the report;

8/ deliberate and decide on recommendations
of the Service on other issues relating to
road traffic safety and insurance fund.
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10. Meetings of the Board

I/ The Board shall hold its regular
meetings every month; it may hold
whenever

additional ~ meetings

necessary.

2/ The meeting of the Board shall be
called by the Chairperson.

3/ There shall be a quorum where the
majority members of the Board are

present at a meeting.

4/ The decisions of the Board shall be
passed by majority vote; and in case
of a tie, the Chairperson shall have a

casting vote.

5/ Without prejudice to the provisions of
this Article, the Board may adopt its

own rules of procedure.

11. Powers and Duties of the Chief Executive
Officer

1/ The Chief Executive Officer shall be
the top executive of the Service and
shall, subject to the general directions
of the Ministry, plan, direct and
administer the activities of the

Service.

2/ Without limiting the generality of
Sub-Article (1) of this Article, the
Chief Executive Officer shall:

a) exercise the powers and duties
of the Service specified under
Article 6 of this Regulations;
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“activities of the Service in

accordance with the federal

civil service laws;

prepare, with participation of
concerned organs, the national
road traffic safety and
insurance fund annual plans
and submit it to the Board;
follow up, coordinate, and
lead the implementation of

same upon approval;

prepare and submit to the
Ministry the work program
and B_udget of the Service
upon review by the Board,
and implement the same upon

government approval;

effect payments in accordance
with the approved budget and
work: program of the Service;
administer the same in

accordance with the law;
represent the Service in its
dealings with third parties;
preparé and submit to the
Ministry on time the

performance and financial

~reports of the Service upon

~ review by the Board;

-
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h) conduct activities related with
the objectives of the Service
as directed by the Ministry
and the Board;

3/ The Service may delegate part of his
powers and duties to other officers
and staffs of the Service to the extent
necessary  for  the  efficient

performance of the activities of the

Service.

12. Powers and Duties of Deputy Chief
Executive Officer

I/ The Deputy Chief Executive Officer,
being accountable to the Chief
Executive Officer, shall perform

functions specifically assigned to

them by the job structure of Service;

2/ The Deputy Chief Executive Officer
shall act as and represent the Chief

Executive Officer in the latter’s

absence.

13. Budget

The budget of the Service shall be :

1/ allocated from Government;
2/ allocated from the Insurance Fund and,;

3/ from other legally permitted sources.
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14. Books of Accounts

1/ The Service shall keep complete and

accurate books of accounts.

2/ The Service shall keep separate books

of account for the Insurance Fund.

3/ The books of accounts and financial
documents of the Service shall be
audited annually by the Auditor
General or by other auditors assigned
by the Auditor General.

i5. Duty to Cooperate
Any person shall have the duty to cooperate

with the Service in the implementation of this

Regulation.

16. Repealed and Inapplicable Laws

I/ The National Road Traffic Safety
Establishment Council of
Ministers Regulations No. 205/2011 is

Council

hereby repealed.

2/ The Insurance Fund Administration
Agency Establishment Council of
Ministers Regulations No. 300/2013 is
hereby repealed.

3/ No Regulations, Directive or practice
shall, in so far as it is inconsistence
‘with the provisions of these
Regulations, be spplicable for maters

provided under this Regulations.
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The rights and obligations of the Insurance

Fund Administration Agency, established

under Insurance Fund Administration
Agency Establishment Council of Ministers
300/2013,

transferred to the Service.

Regulation  No. hereby
18. Powers to Issue Directive

The Ministry may issue Directives for the

proper implementation of this Regulation.

19. Effective Date

This Regulation shall come into force on
the date of its publication in the Federal
Negarit Gazette.
